Customizers (FIC) as well as, IMBBA President, Jeff Starke, serving as IMBBA Master 
Judge which is required by IMBBA for all events.   

President, Fabrizio Farve, has completed his IMBBA judge course and is now an 
ñAssociate Judgeò In order for Italy to have IMBBA sanctioned bike shows they must 
maintain at the event a minimum of one IMBBA certified Master Judge and one IMBBA 
Certified Judge.   

This is an important event for Italy as they join the international community working 
towards global standards and fairness in bike show competitions. Lee Wimmer 
attending along with his support to IMBBA growth and good will will enhance the 
strength between builders abroad and encourage them to become a part of making this 
industry a professional united standard globally. 

As a side note, Roberto Totti, an Italian IMBBA Certified Master Bike Builder Level II, 
also completed his Judges course this year. Congrats to Roberto!! 
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 Judges seem to come across these issues of classifications 

that ultimately lead to several hours of round table discussions like 

the one that occurred at the Summer Time Blues Fest in Freeport, 

Texas. IMBBA judges, spent hours in discussions improving the 

trade of bike show judging.  One of the key issues that heats up 

discussions is classifications: Since the rapid model changes manufactured by the top 

motorcycle OEMôs are stretching their base models appearance and cross use functions 

to meet and gain sales in the custom market, it has caused IMBBA needing to review 

ALL manufactured bikes to arrive at a clear cut level of how to classify a bike for a 

particular class in a bike show. If it wasnôt as easy as one might think as owners then 

decide after buying these bikes to accessories them to the hilt. In doing so with caution 

to the wind, one can eliminate themselves from the class that rightfully they belonged 

based on the model the bike originated from. 

So where is the answer?  
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IMBBA judges are constantly reviewing classifications. Add in the  promoters who come 

up with their own names for classes and make awards and trophies for the best in that 

class. This leaves IMBBA to define and justify what class this new name should fit in. 

Kind of like the round peg into a square hole.  

Our best advice is for promoters to see that IMBBA is forming standards and these 

standards are the focus of classifications. To make up your own rules and names can 

be disaster for an event. It can even result in loosing those builders/owners from 

attending based on the class names.  

IMBBA can help here as our studies and experiences of judging bike shows have left us 

with a good standard of rules. So, if you are thinking of competing in bike shows, for 

personal attention, gain, and or marketing your workéé. Contact IMBBA for 

identification in those classes before you build, buy accessories and / or customize your 

bike into a class that wonôt get it the proper attention it deserves. Bike shows are 

growing and with that, so is the competition. Being aware of the classifications and 

placement can be most rewarding when building, modifying or customizing your 

ride.

ñIf you want to go to schoolò, my father said, shortly after 

my 14th birthday, ñYouôll have to learn to ride a 

motorcycle.ò He paused to let that sink in, and then added: 

ñyou should think about a Hondaò. 

In 1964, the nearest school to where 

we lived in Dar-es-Salaam on East 

Africaôs dazzling Indian Ocean coast 

was 20 miles away. Public transport 

consisted of a single bus line equipped with a pair of evil-smelling 

Vauxhall Shooting Brakes, ancient forerunners of todayôs 

mammoth SUVs, which had been bequeathed (abandoned?) to 

newly independent Tanganyika by the departing British. You could squeeze six medium 

size people into one of those improvised buses, and hang as many more outside, but 

since they almost never started up, their capacity was largely irrelevant. (I was later to 
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find that this proprietary British technique of installing electrical systems not as means of 

ignition, but of sabotage, did not end with their four-wheelers: every second BSA, 

Triumph, Matchless or Enfield also came with the same feature).   

In fact, just two classes of people got around Dar when I was a boy: the rich who had 

the cars, and the poor, who had the fortitude to ride bicycles or go on foot.  The one had 

mobility, the other muscles, but neither group was endowed to see the advent of mass 

motorcycling, which my astute father sensed was coming, and which would change 

personal transport forever. 

There were actually two cars in our family: my fatherôs own long-nosed Peugeot 203 

and a boxy Mercedes-Benz 190D diesel that came with his position as a public official 

and which sounded agricultural when idling 

but moved with surprising grace.  A man of surpassing integrity, he refused to let the 

latter be used for anything but official business while the former stayed in the garage 

until my mother learned to drive, after which she discovered she tended to freeze in city 

traffic  and refused to take it into town.  

So it was that, in 1964, while I was lucky enough to have an education waiting for me, if 

I was actually going to grasp that opportunity, I would have to propel myself to it. 

When my father mentioned motorcycles, what first came to my excited mind were the 

legendary machines from those same British marques, a few of which had made their 

way to East Africa.  At the time, a 250 cc BSA, for example, was a huge bike, 

impossibly large for a stripling to contemplate. Surely my father could not be thinking of 

one of those for me? A more likely prospect would be one of those frail French or 

German powered bicycles I often saw around town, from Velosolex or Zundapp. After 

all, what could my father know about real motorcycles? He had never ridden one. 

My heart sank:  a young uncle of mine had proudly shown me his Solex ï a wretched 

thing whose threadbare frame, hard seat, gawky pedals, crooked spokes and goofy 

handlebars betrayed its humble origins, while the improbable sewing machine motor 

perched on its front fender appeared as a crazed afterthought.  My uncle had stressed 

that the tiny motorôs performance was unimportant since you could reach its top speed 

of 23 mph almost as easily by pedaling.  But it did return 200 mpg - although with 

gasoline costing the equivalent of 30 cents a gallon that virtue seemed equally pointless 

to me.   

I had heard that these contraptions were prone to falling over on their own if left 

unattended, a story my uncle did not deny, and I blenched at the thought that one of 

those embarrassments might be my first bike.  
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To my amazement, however, the glossy brochure my father suddenly produced 

displayed a fabulous step-through machine Iôd never seen before from a company Iôd 

never heard of: a sweet blue-and-white wonder, with real motorcycle wheels, an inviting, 

well-upholstered seat, graceful leg shields, high-tech turn signals and glistening mirrors. 

Goodness, it even had an electric starter.  I didnôt know it, but I was looking at the bike 

that would revolutionize how the world regarded motorcycling, one that would go on to 

become the best-selling motorcycle of all time. The bike my father had discovered was 

the Honda Super Cub, a new type of road machine - part scooter, part moped, all total 

unbelievable fun - with which a blacksmithôs son, Soichiro Honda, would conquer the 

world. 

I put 10,000 miles on that petite Honda in my first six months of ownership, the part 

related to my education comprising decidedly the lesser fraction of that total.  Far from 

my virgin trails under African skies, Europeans were rejoicing in a bonanza of 

screamers like the Bultaco Metralla, the Gilera 300 , the Enfield Crusader 250, the 

Norton Atlas 750, the Montesa Diablo Scrambler 250 and the Ducati Diana MkIII.  US 

riders, long accustomed to muscular rides, were now torn between Harley-Davidsonôs 

powerful FLH Duo-Glide and the sinewy VanTech Scrambler.  Celebrity motorcyclists 

such as Steve McQueen deliberated carefully over which torque-laden endurance 

machines were best suited to events like the Baja 1000 and Elsinore Grand Prix.   

Oblivious to the sophisticated motorcycle scene abroad, all that topaz summer long, I 

serenely explored what 50ccôs , 4 strokes, 3 gears, one automatic clutch and a light, 

half-plastic, half-steel frame could do for a young personôs dreams of freedom.  That I 

knew nothing about horsepower, torque, cams or carburetors made not the slightest 

difference to my gleeful entry into motorcycling. My sublime ignorance of things like 

counter-steering, coordinated braking and leaning never once kept me from executing 

maneuvers that had my Convent School mentors, those gentle Franciscan nuns and 

friars, thumbing their rosaries at my approach.  And I had no way to understand or care 

that the Asian revolution represented by my little Cub was destined to overtake every 

other business cycle of the industry abroad.  All that mattered was that, nudged by my 

fatherôs prescient vision, my magic steed and I had slipped off the edge of the world 

and, for one endless moment in time, seemed to be riding with the gods.   

Yes Mr. Honda,ô bliss it was that dawn to be alive, but to be young was very heavené.ô
