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= Judges Tips

It is said over and over again in the IMBBA judge’s course
defining the professional efforts needed to build a well built
motorcycle. Fit, Form, Function and Safety is the prerequisite to
gaining points that ultimately leads to scoring well in bike shows.
When we reflect on fit, we are talking about whatever you do with
setting up the overall bike to a completion and how well you executed using standards
of the trade. For example, if you spent time fabricating a wire harness and looms and or
passage ways for wires to be hidden, this same technique must be used throughout the
entire bike, not in some areas while omitting this detail in other areas. It is all about
continuity and flow. Once you show the judges your knowledge and ability to execute a
component or design to the motorcycle, you can not go back. Stick with it to completion.
Points are deducted when your fitting of parts are all over the board in regard to
techniques used.

Fit, now must go hand in hand with form. How you go about forming the bikes lines,
contrasts, even colors reflect your commitment to form. Again, stick with it throughout.
On the same hand, remember that function is paramount before anything else on the
bike. A motorcycle must be functionally correct.

If you adhere to fit, form and function, then safety and its longevity for service in the real
world will follow. Judges look for the evidence and even the lack of physical evidence
that the standards of professional education, training and practice is demonstrated by
the builder in a ground up build, customization, or restoration of a motorcycle. When you
introduce something, stick with it...... we can’t stress that enough! When you introduce
something be sure it meets professional standards! If you are not versed in the areas of
professional standards it will deter the value and points earned in the build. V

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Go Soothingly By zahir Jamal St. Augustine, FL.

In 1965, about the time | started riding a bike on
London’s streets, the British motorcycling industry sank
into an irreversible decline. The two events were not
related. Well, except that, unbeknownst to me, Ollie, my
Honda 90 Sport, was one of several hundred thousand
arrows launched at the dying heart of BSA. My
diminutive steed didn’t look to me like a Trojan horse
that would one day replace the biggest motorcycle
manufacturing empire in the world with an even bigger
one. Perhaps | failed to notice that the little bike had
ambitions, preoccupied as | was with getting out of the
way of double-decker buses, getting to school by the
longest route possible and getting to appreciate that curvy girls liked bikes that took
curves well.

In 1965, Londoners were seeing a veritable explosion of motorcycles and
scooters on the streets, almost none of them originating in their own country. The
Japanese had landed in Britain intending to swing steel, but found a young population
happy just to swing. The invasion coincided with the Sixties youth movement as
thousands of hip Brits discovered that the coolest way to leave the old world in their
dust was on the wheels of a Japanese import. Bright, cheeky and easy to ride, the new
wave of bikes promised to help you slip all ties at a price anyone could afford.
Champagne on a beer budget, maybe but unlike much more costly offerings from BSA,
Triumph or Norton, those machines would not break down or fail to start, bringing your
intergenerational rebellion to an undignified halt. Yes, you could do much the same on a
Vespa - but Japanese marketing cunning had already fathomed that most people
mistrust riding on small wheels, unbalanced by engines stuck on one side and with feet
touching each other in front instead of alongside where they could quickly touch the
ground. So the imports gave you real wheels, quick starts and trouble-free running.

And the Japanese cared about your well being, as this excerpt from Honda’s Sixties
customer safety leaflet attests:

0 At the rise of the hand by Policeman, stop rapidly. Do not pass him by or otherwise
disrespect him.

0 When a passenger of the foot, hooves in tight, tootel the horn trumpet melodiously at
first, if he still obstacles your passage, tootel him with vigor and express by word of
mouth, warning Hi, Hi.

o0 Beware of the wandering horse that he shall not take fright as you pass him. Do not
explode the exhaust box at him. Go soothingly by.
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o Give big space to the festive dog that makes sport in roadway. Avoid entanglement of
dog with wheel spokes.

o Go soothingly on the grease, mud, as there lurks the skid demon! Press the brake foot
as you roll around the corners, and save the collapse and tie up.

Ollie may have had an accent, but he had a willing heart. Because of that, he
probably saved my landlady from being cooked alive.

That good, dear, distracted woman was in effect my surrogate mother, my own
having parked me at her terraced house in London before setting off for a new life in
Canada after my parents divorced. In the Sixties, British Gas introduced self-igniting
ranges into English homes, stoves whose top plates sputtered and emitted gas until
their pilot burners ignited them. As with all British attempts at ignition, these devices
remained highly experimental for several years. Returning to my digs from school one
day, | found my landlady preparing to boil me an egg on a hissing burner that, after an
eternity, suddenly burst into flame. Leaning over to peer at her uncooperative cooker,
her head cocked in patient puzzlement, her sparse hair caught fire when things abruptly
lit up.

At grammar school, most afternoons became tense affairs for me as the clock
moved towards 4 pm. Screw this Latin - would | be able to race home in time to prevent
my landlady from catching fire? What if Ollie wouldn’t turn over? What if | hit red lights
all the way? Exactly how many times can an elderly woman set her hair alight before
it's all gone? And what comes after that?

For the record, in drizzle and damp, sunshine and storm, Ollie started on the first
kick every time and ran as willingly as all 90ccs would let him. Carving through London’s
backstreets, a peppy Single is more than enough: what matters is agility, and few
motorcycles on the road today are more agile than Honda’s old 90 Sport. | could fling
that ride into every unannounced bend that an old city can throw at you and come out
straight on the line. Ollie’s quick throttle and smooth downdraft carb let me dodge traffic,
split lanes and pace myself to hit all the greens, without slowing myself down with the
brakes. And because he returned 75 miles to the gallon, | never stopped for gas.

There was only one other occasion when | heard that ominous ‘pouf’ and saw that
flash in my landlady’s kitchen — but thanks to Ollie, | was there to snuff out the
consequences with a damp tea towel. Three years later, my schooling over, my
university place secured and my landlady’s cooker replaced with an electric one, it was
time to say goodbye. The night before | parked him for the last time, Ollie and | stole
away from South London to the glittering West End, gliding across the Thames on
Westminster Bridge, moving in unison almost soundlessly under a large moon, the
slight youth and small bike as one. The next day | gave his key to his new owner, kissed
the old lady on her (somewhat more exposed) forehead and left for Oxford. | never
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went back for Ollie, and though | didn’t know it at the time, | would not ride another
motorcycle for 35 years. Life was about to get in the way. But when | did think about the
bike on which I ended my boyhood, | hoped he went soothingly all his days. V
